JUDGES

Tan Gillespie has been a professional artist since 1984.
Her paintings are inspired from travels all over the USA and
overseas. She works almost exclusively in watercolor on paper or
canvas. Her studio is in Chagrin Falls. Although all subjects are
interesting to her, she is best known for local Ohio scenes. Her
most recent watercolors reflect her love of sailing and the sea.
She has exhibited and won awards in shows with the Georgia
Watercolor Society, the Scottsdale Art League, and the Midwest
Watercolor Society and has held many single artist exhibitions.
She is represented by the Watson Gallery in Atlanta and Gallery
One in Mentor, Ohio and has her work in private and corporate
collections (Marriott, Coco Cola, Oida, Cleveland Clinic) here and
in England. Her paintings hang in local galleries in Chautauqua,
NY and Atlanta, GA. She was honored with the Best of Show
Award in the Fairmount Russell Art Exhibition in 2004

Michael Nekic is a life-long resident of Northeast Ohio and
has been a fine art photographer for the past thirty two years,
focusing on digital photography for the past fourteen years. He
has taken art, photography, and digital imaging courses but is
largely self-taught. He serves on the board of directors for The
New Center for Art and Technology, a non-profit organization
that promotes and educates the public on all forms of digital
art. His work has been exhibited in numerous shows including
The Gates Mills Invitational, Fairmount Russell Art Exhibition,
Valley Art Center and Ingenuity Festival. He has done eight solo
exhibitions since 2001. His work is currently featured at the
following galleries: Imagery (Chagrin Falls), Artist Review Today
(Galleria, Downtown Cleveland), Kokoon Arts Gallery (Cleveland)
and The Glass Growers Gallery (Erie, PA). His work has received
many significant awards.

Randall Tiedman is a highly intuitive self-taught artist. He was
accepted for advanced standing at the Cleveland Institute of Art
after his tour of duty in Vietnam but decided to pursue art on his
own. He made his gallery debut in the Proscenium ‘82 at the Beck
Center in Lakewood, Ohio. The following year he was selected for
inclusion in an exhibit at the Cleveland Museum of Art that was
curated by Sherman Lee. Since that time, Tiedman has received
more than 24 awards in juried exhibitions. His work is included
in collections of The Butler Museum of Art, The Erie Art Museum,
World Trade Center, Case Western Reserve University, Lakeland
Community College, as well as private and corporate collections
across the United States. Tiedman is a former president and
co-founder of the Artist Archives of the Western Reserve, an
organization dedicated to preserving the works of Ohio artists. He
was honored with Best of Show Fairmount Russell Art Exhibition
in 2009.

Entries must be original work of the entering
artist completed in the past three years,
and not exhibited previously at the
Fairmount Center, or any other juried art
show in northeastern Ohio.

2-D entries must be unwrapped, sturdily
framed, wired, and ready for hanging.

No sawtooth hangers, uniframes, or gallery
clips are allowed.

2-D work may not exceed 5ft. x 4ft.
3-D work may not exceed 3ft. x 4ft. x 6ft.H.

Artists may supply their own display stands,
space permitting.

Participants will be notified of jury results by
phone upon completion of the judging.

INSURANCE
Entries are insured by the Fairmount
Center; however, artists should insure
their entries independently. Any artwork
NOT retrieved within ten days of the
closing of the show becomes the property
of the Fairmount Center.

INSTALLATION
Installation of the show is final and no work
may be removed before the show closes.

SALES
Fairmount Center retains a 30% commission
on all art work sales.
